Nadur started the match in good form, more aggressive and showed signs that they wanted to end their season with some silverware. Ghajnsielem’s reaction was immediate and the score was level only after 5 minutes, in the 14th minute through Matthew Portelli.  Nadur continued to have more of the ball but couldn’t find the way to goal.  Simoncic went close for the Whites when his shot went just over the bar.  Panic concluded just wide from an ideal position.  C. Camilleri missed another good chance minutes later.  

Ghajnsielem were dangerous when Meilak’s shot was blocked for a corner.  Simoncic’s free kick went well wide and a good action between Panic and Camilleri ended with the latter concluding wide.  Camilleri again send his shot wide of Mercieca’s goal.  For the second period, Ghajnsielem came out more aggressive and on the 51st minute they took the lead.  A. Camilleri was judged as handled the ball in the area and from the spot Dominique Mbueko made no mistake to give his side the lead.  Soon after Nadur were lucky not to concede the third when Falzon saved well on Ndayi. Nadur were looking for the equalizer and had a golden opportunity when they were awarded a penalty when Scicluna fouled Camilleri in the area.  C. Camilleri hit the bar from the spot kick. This proved to be the turning point of the match.  Ndayi went close for the Blacks and Mercieca saved well a good try by Hili.   The score became 3-1 on the 75th minute when Ndayi beat 2 defenders, the goalie, then passed to the unmarked Joseph Attard to score an easy goal.  Nadur could have reduced the score but Mercieca first saved Buttigieg’s shot and later saved another Hili shot for a corner.
